
Sample Letter to Parents of Teens
Dear Parents,


Your child has expressed an interest in becoming a member of the Society for Creative Anachronism, Inc. (SCA).  We know that you are concerned about the welfare of your son or daughter so we would like to provide you with some information about our organization.


The Society for Creative Anachronism (SCA) is a non-profit educational organization dedicated to the study of the history, culture and arts of the Middle Ages and Renaissance.  The SCA is part of the “living history” movement that you may be familiar with through American Revolutionary War and Civil War groups.  This means that we take a hands-on approach to the study of history.  Our members learn about the history of the Middle Ages and Renaissance through selectively recreating aspects of life from the period.


The SCA was founded in 1966 in Berkeley, California by a group of college students who staged a tournament in one student’s backyard.  Since then we have grown into an international organization, with members and local branches throughout the world.


In the context of the SCA the world is divided into eighteen Kingdoms.  The Kingdom of the East includes Delaware, New Jersey, eastern Pennsylvania, eastern New York, New England, and the five easternmost Canadian provinces.  The East Kingdom is then further divided into about 100 regional and local branches.  The local branch is called      1     , and includes      2     .


There are many activities in which your child may participate.  Armoring, costuming, music, theater, embroidery, cooking, painting and weaving are just a few of the areas that our members study.
